Maximum marks 41 (Including presentation marks)

The article need not be organised in the order given below. Headings are given here only to assist markers and are not expected / required of candidates.

Write the content point number for each content point which the candidate’s answer contains in the relevant margin near where the candidare makes the point. If a candidate
scores no content points on a page, put a large X in the relevant margin to indicate that vou have read/laoked at the page.

For each content point, the candidate may paraphrase the point: it is the 'sense’ of the point that is important.
